Anne Keeney became the executive director of Seattle Jobs Initiative in 2006 – but her vision and leadership have been crucial to the nonprofit organization’s strategic planning, training development and policy work since its inception in 1996. 
One of the first employees to join Seattle Jobs Initiative, Keeney played a key role in forging community partnerships to develop the organization’s first sector training programs within local community colleges.  

More recently, Keeney provided vision and direction to Seattle Jobs Initiative’s effort of informing community-based organizations and clients about demand careers in Seattle’s labor market that provide middle wage jobs. Keeney has also worked to improve skills training at local community colleges. She brought a strong emphasis on workplace expectations to the community college classroom, which has become a hallmark of Seattle Jobs Initiative’s innovative program. In addition, Keeney played a lead role in advocating for expansion and change to the Food Stamps Employment and Training (FSE&T) program, which assists food stamp recipients in obtaining employment.
Previous to Seattle Jobs Initiative, Keeney led community outreach and case management for at-risk youth through the King County Work Training Program. She also spent time in Washington D.C., where she led global grassroots community change for InterAction.  Keeney began her career working in politics, as a legislative director for a US Congressman.
